Currently she is a graduate of the post-graduate study of clinical pharmacology at the University of Zagreb Medical School. 
She obtained first working experience in 1983 as an apprentice in the Health Care Centre 
Vič – Rudnik and later in the Clinical Department of Anaesthesiology and Resuscitation at the University Medical Centre Ljubljana. In 1986 she started to work as a young researcher in the Department of Infectious Diseases and Febrile Illnesses where she has a permanent position since 1994. In 2006 she was elected to the position of associate professor at the Chair of Infectious Diseases and Epidemiology of Faculty of Medicine in Ljubljana. She is a lecturer at the Faculty of Medicine, Faculty of Pharmacy and Biotechnical Faculty of University in Ljubljana.
She is the president of the Health Council of the Republic of Slovenia, president of the Institute Council of the Maribor General Hospital and vice-president of the commission for suitable antibiotics usage at the Ministry of Health. She also holds a position of the Slovenian representative in the working group for patient safety and health care at the European Commission. She has been also active in numerous organisational committees of scientific meetings.
The Supervisory Board therefore concludes that the candidate has, in addition to extraordinary expertises, also managerial and organisational knowledge. The candidate is acquainted with health care policies. For performance of these functions the candidate has undergone additional training.
